The Stay Safe programme is a mandatory personal safety skills programme for 

all classes in primary schools. It is developmentally structured to enable primary 

school teachers to deliver an abuse prevention education that addresses personal 

safety issues such as physical, emotional and sexual abuse as well as bullying and 

stranger danger.  

 

As the most important people in a child's life it is essential that parents/guardians are 

involved in the programme. It's been shown that programmes like Stay Safe are most effective when parents/guardians 

are actively involved in the process. Worksheets to accompany the lessons may be given as homework to your 

child and be brought home for you to sign. It's important that you use these to discuss the content of the lesson with 

your child.

All classes will be taught the Stay Safe programme on Tuesday afternoons from 1.00 – 2.00pm beginning on Tues, 

23rd of January.
